ScribeVision System Deploys to Iraq

ScribeVision Technology of Tampa, Florida announced today that it signature Command and Control/Decision Support software system is now being used in Iraq by the 56th Brigade Combat Team of the Texas National Guard. The web-based tool provides daily doctrinal reporting for all subordinate units as well allowing for all users to keep abreast of the most immediate command orders at various levels.

ScribeVision II was developed originally for use by the 49th Armored Division when it deployed to Bosnia in Task Force Eagle to meet the needs of low band with problems commonly seen by National Guard and reserve forces. Through use of ScribeVision II web communications can be passed without impediment of volume or speed.

ScribeVision II has been used in War Fighter Exercises including Tiger Balm 04 with the Singapore Army and USARPAC, the JRTC, Ft. Leavenworth’s BCTC and others. It was approved last year by the Office of Domestic Preparedness (DHS) for distance training of 1st Responders and law enforcement. The system is commercially available to military and other governmental uses.

The company is privately held and supplies modular RFID access control and tracking software and products for industry, health care facilities and military in addition to its SVII systems.
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
